- To vote by mail, you must submit your application for a mail ballot by November 4.*

- If your county allows it, you may vote early and in person at your County Clerk’s office from
October 11 to November 5.**

STEP 1: REGISTER TO VOTE

North Dakota does not require voter registration. If you are a U.S. citizen, at least 18 years old, and live
in North Dakota, you have the right to vote! Anyone who has lived in North Dakota for 30 days prior to
Election Day can vote.

STEP 2: GO VOTE

VOTER ID REQUIREMENTS:
North Dakota does not have voter registration, but you must show a valid ID in order to vote. Your ID
must include your name, current ND residential address, and date of birth. Acceptable forms of ID are:

- ND driver's license .
- ND non-driver's ID card .

Tribal government-issued ID card
Long-term care ID certificate
